disadvantaged individuals, and improving economic 15

nate plausible competing explanations for 10

observed results, such as, but not limited to, 11

random-assignment experiments; 12

‘‘(v) presentation of studies and meth-13

ods in sufficient detail and clarity to allow 14

for replication or, at a minimum, to offer 15

the opportunity to build systematically on 16

the findings of the research; 17

‘‘(vi) acceptance by a peer-reviewed 18

journal or critique by a panel of inde-19

pendent experts through a comparably rig-20

orous, objective, and scientific review; and 21

‘‘(vii) consistency of findings across 22

multiple studies or sites to support the gen-23

erality of results and conclusions. 24
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‘‘(45) QUALIFIED ORGANIZATION.—The term 1

‘‘SEC. 111A. DEFINITIONS. 5

‘‘In this part: 6

‘‘(1) STATE.—The term ‘State’ means each of the 7

several States, the District of Columbia, and the Com-8

monwealth of Puerto Rico. 9

‘‘(2) STATE EDUCATIONAL AGENCY.—The term 10

‘State educational agency’ means— 11

‘‘(A) a State educational agency (as defined 12

in section 101) of a State; or 13

‘‘(B) for a State in which a State edu-14

cational agency described in subparagraph (A) 15

has designated a statewide entity under section 16

Secretary of Education, may make allotments to State edu-22

cational agencies, territories, and Indian tribes to pay for 23

the Federal share of— 24

the State, territory, or Indian tribe involved to imple-2

ment service-learning programs that are based prin-3

cipally in elementary schools and secondary schools, 4

including— 5

‘‘(A) providing training and professional 6

development for teachers, supervisors, personnel 7

from community-based entities (particularly 8

with regard to the recruitment, utilization, and 9

management of participants), and trainers, to be 10

conducted by qualified individuals or organiza-11

tions that have experience with service-learning; 12

‘‘(B) developing service-learning curricula, 13

consistent with State or local academic content 14

standards, to be integrated into academic pro-15

grams, including curricula for an age-appro-16

priate learning component that provides partici-17

pants an opportunity to analyze and apply their 18

service experiences; 19

‘‘(C) forming local partnerships described in 20

paragraph (2) or (4)(D) to develop school-based 21

service-learning programs in accordance with 22

this part; 23

‘‘(D) devising appropriate methods for re-24

search on and evaluation of the educational 25
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value of service-learning and the effect of service- 1

learning activities on communities; 2

‘‘(E) establishing effective outreach and dis-3

semination of information to ensure the broadest 4

possible involvement of community-based entities 5

with demonstrated effectiveness in working with 6

school-age youth in their communities; and 7

‘‘(F) establishing effective outreach and dis-8

semination of information to ensure the broadest 9

possible participation of schools throughout the 10

State, throughout the territory, or serving the In-11

dian tribe involved with particular attention to 12

schools not making adequate yearly progress for 13

two or more consecutive years under section 1111 14

of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act 15

of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6301 et seq.); 16

‘‘(2) implementing, operating, or expanding 17

school-based service-learning programs, which may 18

include paying for the cost of the recruitment, train-19

ing, supervision, placement, salaries, and benefits of 20

service-learning coordinators, through distribution by 21

State educational agencies, territories, and Indian 22

tribes of Federal funds made available under this part 23

to projects operated by local partnerships among— 24

‘‘(A) local educational agencies; and 25

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‘‘(i) as teachers, nurses and other 1

health care providers, police officers, early 2

childhood development staff, engineers, or 3

other professionals providing service to meet 4

human, educational, environmental, or pub-5

lic safety needs in communities with an in-6

adequate number of such professionals; 7

‘‘(ii) for which the salary may exceed 8

the maximum living allowance authorized 9

in subsection (a)(2) of section 140, as pro-10

vided in subsection (c) of such section; and 11

‘‘(iii) that are sponsored by public or 12

private employers who agree to pay 100 13

percent of the salaries and benefits (other 14

than any national service educational 15

award under subtitle D) of the participants.

‘‘(E) A program that provides opportunities 17

for veterans to participate in service projects.

Disaster Relief and Assistance Act (42 U.S.C. 5122), 4

the Administrator of the Federal Emergency Manage-5

ment Agency, in consultation with the Corporation, 6

may task the National Service Reserve Corps to assist 7

in response. 8

‘‘(2) OTHER DISASTERS OR EMERGENCIES.—For 9

a disaster or emergency that is not declared a major 10

disaster or emergency under section 102 of the Robert 11

T. Stafford Disaster Relief and Assistance Act (42 12

U.S.C. 5122), the Corporation may directly, or 13

through a grant or contract, deploy the National 14

Service Reserve Corps. 15

‘‘(3) DEPLOYMENT.—Under paragraph (1) or 16

than 30 days to assist with local needs related to 20

by highly skilled Americans to promote health and 18

prosperity throughout the world. 19

(b) VFP PROGRAM OBJECTIVES.—The objectives of the 20

VfP Program should include— 21

(1) eliminating extreme poverty; 22

(2) reducing world hunger and malnutrition; 23

(3) increasing access to safe potable water; 24

(4) enacting universal education; 25

(5) reducing child mortality and childhood dis-1

eases; 2

(6) combating the spread of preventable diseases, 3

including HIV, malaria, and tuberculosis; 4

(7) providing educational and work skill support 5

for girls and empowering women to achieve independ-6

(8) creating sustainable business and entrepre-8

neurial opportunities; and 9

(9) increasing access to information technology. 10

(c) VOLUNTEERS FOR PROSPERITY SERVICE INCEN-11

TIVE PROGRAM.— 12

(1) IN GENERAL.—The VfP Office may provide 13

matching grants to offset the travel and living costs 14

of volunteering abroad to any eligible organization 15

that— 16

(A) has members who possess skills relevant 17

to addressing any objective described in sub-18

section (b); and 19

(B) provides a dollar-for-dollar match for 20

such grant— 21

(i) through the organization with 22

which the individual is serving; or 23

(ii) by raising private funds. 24
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(2) NONDISCRIMINATION REQUIREMENT.—The 1

VfP Office may not provide a stipend to an indi-2

vidual under paragraph (1) unless the nonprofit or-3

ganization to which the individual is assigned has 4

certified to the VfP Office that it does not discrimi-5

nate with respect to any project or activity receiving 6

Federal financial assistance, including a stipend 7

under this title, because of race, religion, color, na-8

tional origin, sex, political affiliation, or beliefs. 9

(3) COMPLIANCE WITH INELIGIBLE SERVICE CAT-10

EGORIES.—Service carried out by a volunteer receiv-11

ing funds under this section may not provide a direct 12

benefit to any— 13

(A) business organized for profit; 14

(B) labor union; 15

(C) partisan political organization; or 16

(D) religious or faith-based organization for 17

the purpose of proselytization, worship or any 18

other explicitly religious activity. 19

(d) FUNDING.— 20

(1) IN GENERAL.—The Administrator of the 21

United States Agency for International Development 22

shall make available the amounts appropriated pur-23

suant to section 5104 to the VfP Office to pursue the 24

(2) USE OF FUNDS.—Amounts made available 3

under paragraph (1) may be used by the VfP Office 4

to provide personnel and other resources to develop, 5

manage, and expand the VfP Program, under the su-6

pervision of the United States Agency for Inter-7

national Development.

SEC. 5104. AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS. 14

(a) IN GENERAL.—There are authorized to be appro-15

priated to carry out this title $10,000,000 for fiscal year 16

2010, and such sums as may be necessary for each of the 17

fiscal years 2011 through 2014. 18

(b) ALLOCATION OF FUNDS.—Not more than 10 per-19

cent of the amounts appropriated pursuant to subsection 20

(a) may be expended for the administrative costs of the 21

United States Agency for International Development to 22

manage the VfP Program. 23
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TITLE VI—EFFECTIVE DATE 1

SEC. 6101. EFFECTIVE DATE. 2

(a) IN GENERAL.—This Act, and the amendments 3

made by this Act, take effect on October 1, 2009. 4

(b) REGULATIONS.—Effective on the date of enactment 5

of this Act, the Chief Executive Officer of the Corporation 6

for National and Community Service may issue such regu-7

lations as may be necessary to carry out this Act and the 8

amendments made by this Act. 9

SEC. 6102. SENSE OF THE SENATE. 10

(a) FINDINGS.—The Senate finds the following: 11

(1) President John F. Kennedy said, ‘‘The rais-12

ing of extraordinarily large sums of money, given vol-13

untarily and freely by millions of our fellow Ameri-14

cans, is a unique American tradition . . . Philan-15

thropy, charity, giving voluntarily and freely . . . call 16

it what you like, but it is truly a jewel of an Amer-17

ican tradition’’. 18

(2) Americans gave more than $300,000,000,000 19

to charitable causes in 2007, an amount equal to 20

roughly 2 percent of the gross domestic product. 21

(3) The vast majority of those donations, roughly 22

75 percent or $229,000,000,000, came from individ-23

uals. 24
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(4) Studies have shown that Americans give far 1

more to charity than the people of any other industri-2

alized nation—more than twice as much, measured as 3

a share of gross domestic product, than the citizens of 4

Great Britain, and 10 times more than the citizens 5

of France. 6

(5) 7 out of 10 American households donate to 7

charities to support a wide range of religious, edu-8

cational, cultural, health care, and environmental 9

goals. 10

(6) These charities provide innumerable valuable 11

public services to society’s most vulnerable citizens 12

during difficult economic times. 13

(7) Congress has provided incentives through the 14

Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to encourage chari-15

table giving by allowing individuals to deduct con-16

tributions made to tax-exempt charities. 17

(8) 41,000,000 American households, constituting 18

86 percent of taxpayers who itemize deductions, took 19

advantage of this deduction to give to the charities of 20

their choice. 21

(b) SENSE OF THE SENATE.—It is the sense of the Sen-22

ate that Congress should preserve the income tax deduction 23

for charitable contributions through the Internal Revenue 24
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Code of 1986 and look for additional ways to encourage 1

charitable giving. 2

Amend the title so as to read: ‘‘Entitled The Ed-

ward M. Kennedy Serve America Act, an Act to reau-

thorize and reform the national service laws’’.
